A Ibert Louis Johnson, age 69 of Seaford, DE, passed away on Saturday, February
5, 2022, with his family by his side at Mercy Medical Center, in Baltimore, MD.
He was born on November 29, 1952, in Seaford, DE, son of the late George Earl and
Rachel (Wheatley) Johnson.

Mr. Johnson built a lifelong career working as a welder for several companies, including Hanford
